· Meet criteria determined by the scholarship committee, which requires a student to demonstrate outstanding achievement in one of the following focus areas:

· Community Service (Volunteer Activity), which includes awareness of local, global and cultural issues
· Fine Arts (e.g., Visual Arts, Dance, Drama, Music)
· Indigenous Languages and Culture, demonstrated at school or in the community
· International Languages International Languages Curriculum or External Assessments, including AP and IB courses 
· Physical Activity (e.g., Athletics, Dance, Gymnastics, not limited to Physical Education)
· Technical and Trades Training (Automotive, Culinary Arts, Robotics, Coding, Woodwork)
Fulfill the BC Graduation requirements by August 31st of the student’s graduating year
· Have not previously received a District/Authority Award or a District/Authority Scholarship
· Submit all required items listed on the District Authority Scholarship Application Form

A District Scholarship consists of a $625.00 scholarship voucher and a $625.00 cheque. 
District Scholarship Vouchers may only be redeemed by enrolling in full-time program at a Ministry approved post-secondary institution or apprenticeship program.
In addition to submitting a WVSS scholarship application form, candidates will be required to provide two Teacher Reports/References.  District criteria may also include factors such as attendance, punctuality, work habits and cooperation.
