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Lockdown Drill 
A lockdown drill plays an important part of our Emergency Preparedness procedures at both Gleneagles and 
Lions Bay, along with routine fire and earthquake drills.  All students will participate in a lockdown drill under 
the guidance of their teachers and administrative staff, along with members from the WV Police Department 
(GEC) and Squamish Police (LB).  This is a routine drill that is practised each year and is designed to protect 
occupants from external harm or contain the movement of occupants when an intruder is present in the 
building.  This drill is discussed with students in an age-appropriate manner, and our community police 
members are very adept at supporting this drill and answering questions for students. 
 
Our lockdown drills are scheduled for Tuesday, February 10th at Lions Bay school and Thursday, February 19th 
at Gleneagles Ch’axáý.   
 
In the event of an actual lockdown, it is likely we would have a controlled student release where students 
would be returned to their parents/guardians or other individuals authorized by the parent/guardian. For this 
drill students will continue their school day as normal, and students will be dismissed at the regular time (our 
lockdown drill will take approximately 15-20 minutes). If you have any questions about the upcoming drills, 
please contact Mrs. Ohlhauser johlhauser@wvschools.ca or Mrs. Hulme chulme@wvschools.ca directly.
