4.  Vice Principal/Head Teacher’s Report

Eva could not be present, Scott’s reporting:

~ April 13-16 from 8:30-12:00 bringing in Cycling BC iRide Youth Cycling Program- will discuss proper bike riding safety, maintenance, etc.  Developmentally appropriate program based on the needs of the students.

~ Art Starts Group, Infinitus, may be coming (to be confirmed) on May 14th.  Infinitus is a well-known and respected chamber music trio; which is quite highly priced.  Art Starts gives grants that can be used to bring artists into schools.  We have applied to receive this grant, which we will hopefully get next year.  

~ May 1st booking: Portable Planetarium (bringing a digital sky to the classroom)
~ Sister School in Guatemala has received the tickle trunk costumes and have sent a thank you note with pictures.

~ Big Ideas extension on Communities- students will be working on Oceans

~ Early Entrepreneurs program has been launched

~ The kids are excited about their thank-you cards to be given to Safeway & WhiteSpot

5.  Chair’s Report

~ Thank you to everyone who helped with the movie night! We raised close to $650 in one night!!

~ Apologies for Chris Kennedy not being able to make it tonight
~ Meighan away at DPAC meeting- will report next PAC meeting

6.  Treasurer’s Report

~ Budget:  fundraising has raised a little less than $1700

~ Fun Foods expenses still to be submitted estimated at about $1000

~ Emergency Supply- needs to be looked into to see if anything needs replacing.  $200 budget should be enough.  District looks after water.  

~ Haven’t spent annual Gaming Grant money yet.  This money has to be spent under specific guidelines. 
~ We were forecasting a $1400 deficit, but we are looking like we are going to be ahead by about $1000

~ Classroom material budget was reduced from $2000 to $1000 based on the decrease in numbers of students. Discussion on whether this should be raised back up to $2000.  Feeling is that the teachers need to be supported and should be asked if they need extra money- but there is a procedure to follow ie. PAC must vote on where the money should go. Discussion about making the budget more general with regards to extra curriculum (trips & presenters) and giving a lump sum to allow teachers to budget for the school year themselves.  

~ All in favour of having Infinitus- ‘yes’ vote approved

~ All in favour of PAC hosting Sports Day- ‘yes’ vote approved 

~ School Play- will estimate $250 for props/costumes

~ Raising events line from $350 to $800- ‘yes’ vote approved 

~ Will move the previously canceled Pancake Breakfast to Mother’s Day- Friday, May 8th
Accounts: 

Trust: will be $8965.72 once $2557.41 moved from chq account

Gaming: $832.67 (which needs to get spent)

Chequing Account: sits at a healthy $10,346.25 (but there are still funds to be removed which brings us to an estimated $7000)

~ Discussion regarding bike rack:  It is estimated at over $1000 installed.  Suggestion was made to put a rack down in the lower lot and the possibility of the village sharing the cost.  Will discuss further at next meeting.
