(check your spam/junk folder if you do not receive it).

All Learning Updates #1 and #2, the final Summary of Learning Report, ELL reports (AIPs) and IEP
reports will be posted on the Family Portal for the 2024/25 school year until July 31, 2025. Paper
copies will not be sent home, so it is important that you print and/or download/save your child’s
reports to your computer as a PDF for future reference. A reminder that there are many resources
and a FAQ section on the district site HERE.
