O Genuine interest or passion — you should be keen to sing

d Commitment to participate for the full school year as part of the “team”

d Complete the online registration form for the Ignite Your Passion program

d Submission of most recent report card (submit online) so the teachers has a
sense of your child

d Show evidence (report card) or answers within the completed registration form:

Ability to work well in current classroom at school
Demonstrated good character: being responsible & respectful
Ability to work well with others

Ability to follow the rules of a special program

Note: There is no audition for the choir. We don’t want a fear of auditions to be a
limiting factor for kids who might otherwise give it a try.
